	Text3: SYNOPSIS OF CONTENT
 Citizenship and its International Dimension lie at the heart of our aims and ethos. Citizenship is a National Curriculum subject and at KS4 – as at KS3 – it is delivered through a combination of:
- discrete provision with separate curriculum time
- explicit opportunities through activities that address citizenship objectives alongside areas of the curriculum
- whole school and suspended timetabled activities
- opportunities for active citizenship in participation in school and wider community activities.

The sum of these experiences lead to a Citizenship Diploma in Year 11, made at pass, pass with credit, merit and distinction levels.  There will be an opportunity for some pupils to complete the new GCSE in Citizenship Studies.

4. Financial responsibility and Economic Citizenship

6. Global Issues & Model UN

The content includes both the NC programme of study in Citizenship, PSHE & Enterprise Education at KS4 and also takes into account our focus on the International Dimension.
At the end of Year 10 all pupils participate in the Model United Nations (MUN).  They will use citizenship lessons to plan and prepare for this event and will reflect upon their participation in their Diploma documents.
