The course is split into two sections:
 
a)         Study of Religions  - Beliefs, Teachings and Practices
This includes:
·      Key beliefs, teachings and practices in Christianity  - including key beliefs about God, Jesus, Christian festivals and the role of the Church
·         Key beliefs, teachings and practices in Hinduism  - including beliefs about Brahman and other deities, beliefs about the nature of life, festivals, and Hindu lifestyle
 
b)         Thematic Studies  - Philosophy and Ethics
This includes:
·    Philosophical discussion of the nature of God
·    Philosophical views on the origin and nature of the Universe
·    Religion and its role in war and conflict, crime and punishment, and a variety of other moral issues
