
AES COVID UPDATE No 20 
 

Dear Parents  and Carers 
  
Welcome to our new style update.  You will be familiar with our 
fortnightly Student Bulletin.  We will now publish it weekly but more 
often if there are important messages to pass on to you.  We hope this 
will help go some way to restoring a sense of normality. 
  
The well-being of our students has always been our priority in these 
unusual times and we appreciate that some families are facing 
particular circumstances that make successful engagement with home
-learning more of a challenge. There is still no indication as to when 
schools might return or on what basis.  One thing is certain, we will 
not be returning to ñnormalò.  When we do return we will have to 
adhere to guidance relating to hygiene and social distancing. 
  
With this in mind, we are going to introduce a Tutor Period every 
Thursday Period 3 (11.30am-12.30pm).  This normally happens in 
Week 1 of the timetable anyway (Day 4) but we are going to make 
this weekly.  This means that the subject your child is timetabled for 
on Day 9 Period 3 will not take place. 
  
In this period, your childôs Form Tutor will set some work related 
broadly to the situation we are in and their well-being.  We expect 
them to respond as they normally would to any set work.  The Form 
Tutor will note the responses and also follow up with any child who 
does not respond. This will enable us to gauge how our students are 
doing and follow-up with you if we have any concerns. The 
questionnaire will offer the child and parent the opportunity of a 
phone call.

On-line Music tuition for our 
Music Students 

  
If you have signed up to have music tuition for 
the summer term,  our students now have the 
opportunity to receive these lessons from their 
tutor on-line. If you have paid for lessons this 
term, you will receive an e-mail from Essex 
Music Services to explain how you can access 
these. Once you have taken up the offer, the Hub 
will match you with your tutor or the next 
available tutor for your instrument, email you 
with details of the lesson and how to access it. 
The lessons are a continuation of your in-
school learning, and will be private between you 
and the tutor. There are safeguarding policies in 
place for this which have been approved by the 
Essex Safeguarding Lead and you will be given 
access to this policy and a 'how to have successful 
online lessons' summary guide to help you get the 
most out of this opportunity. Once you've applied 
the hub will send you details about which online 
platform we're using and guidance as to how to 
use it.  
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National Home Learning Support Helpline for Parents  
 
A national parent helpline has been set up, known as StarLine. It is also staffed by 
Ofsted inspectors who have been redeployed alongside teachers to provide advice 
about home learning to parents. The helpline is designed to help parents and 
carers create regular routines and study habits, offering practical steps to take and 
access to resources, such as support with a specific topic or advice on how to 
structure the day, deal with difficult behaviour or manage the learning of several 
children. StarLine is open six days a week and covers all areas of the 
curriculum across all phases of education. The number to call is 0330 313 
9162 (calls charged at local rate).
